
STREAMLINE AQUATICS – USA SWIMMING REGISTRATION GUIDE 
 

As a condition of membership with Streamline Aquatics, all parents of minor athletes are required to 
register their athlete(s) with USA Swimming. Insurance restrictions prohibit unregistered athletes from 
training with the team until they are registered athlete members with USA Swimming. 

 
USA Swimming requires all parents/guardians of minor athletes to register their own athlete(s) and pay 
the USA Swimming athlete’s membership fee directly to USA Swimming. The Team cannot register 
your athlete(s) with USA Swimming on your behalf. 
 
1. Creating a USA Swimming “Parent Account” is the first requirement all new Streamline 

Aquatics Parents MUST complete.  Here is how you will create your “Parent Account.” 

 
Clicking on the link below in your browser will take you to the Online Member 
Registration (OMR) for Streamline Aquatics (Club Code is SASA).

Every “New” parent will need to create a new USA Swimming “Ping” account first.  
Old deck pass accounts are no longer valid. 

 
2. Enter your parent email, your parent user name, and desired password to create the new USA 
Swimming PARENT account. 

 
Once you click on the 'Create A Login' button where you will then be 
taken to the 'Create A Login' screen: 

 
Here you will need to fill in your personal email address and click the 
'Continue' button. Once you click the 'Continue' button, you will be sent a 
verification code via email. Please check your spam/junk folder if you do not 
see the email in your inbox. 

 
3. On the USA Swimming site you will be taken to the following 'Verification' screen: 

 
 

 

This is where you will enter the verification code that you received in your email. 
Once you click the 'Continue' button you will be taken to the next step of creating 
your new username and password, as well confirming your password. Follow the 
directions on the screen.

Once you click on the 'Save' button you will then be taken back to the 'Login' 
screen where you will enter your new username and password and click the 
'Login' button: 

 
 
 

4. Once you click on the 'Login' button, you will then be 
taken to the 'Finalize Login' screen: On this screen you 
will enter information about yourself (parent) not your 
athlete. 

 

Here you will see the question 'Have you ever had a 
USA Swimming Membership?' and if you, personally, 
have never had an account, you will need to click that 
toggle button to 'No' (unless you are a parent who at any 
time in your life was an athlete or an official with USA Swimming). 

 
5. You will then fill in the required information and 
click the 'Submit' button. Once you click the 'Submit' 
button, you will then be taken to the 'Legal 
Acknowledgements' screen: 

 
You will need to click 'Yes' on all the toggle buttons 
in order to continue. Once you have clicked 'Yes' on 
all of the toggle buttons you will be able to click the 
'Continue' button. 

 
 
 

6. After you click the 'Continue' button, you will see a 
signature box. To sign, you will enter your full name 
and click the 'Sign the Documents' button. 

 
 
 

After you have signed the USADA Disclaimer Documents, you will be taken to your club page 
where you can verify that the club information is correct. You will then click the 'Continue' button 
at the bottom. 

 
7. IF YOU ARE NOT TAKEN TO THIS 
SCREEN, LOG OUT OF YOUR PARENT 
ACCOUNT - then Close and reopen your 
browser. Use this Streamline OMR link to log 
back into your parent account. Make sure that 
you are logged into your Parent 
Account. You should not set up separate account 
login for your athlete(s) at this time.

After you log back into your parent account you will see the screen showing above. 
8. Verify that the LSC is South Texas Swimming (ST) and the Club is Streamline 
Aquatics (SASA). 

 
9. Click the 'Continue' button, and you 
will be taken to a page asking 'Who is the 
membership for?'. You will click the radio 
button next to “The membership is for 
someone other than the logged-in user”. 
(i.e., it is for your minor athlete) 

 
 
 

You will then want to click the grey toggle button until you see the image that says 'New 
Member'. You will then click on the 'New Member' image to proceed in the registration process. 

 
 
 
 

10. The next page you will see is the “About 
Member” form. Please fill in the required 
information and click the “Continue” button 
to proceed in the registration process. 

 
Be sure to include the athlete’s full legal 
First, Middle, and Last name on the form. 
If the athlete has a nick name prefer to be 
called, enter that in the “Preferred Name” 
block. 

 
 
 

11. Depending on the age of the member, the next page 
you will see will either be the “Member Contact” form or 
the 'Emergency Contact' form.  

Please make sure you have entered an individual 
you trust and would like to have as your 
'Emergency Contact'. If you would like to add 
additional emergency contacts, you can click the 
'Add More Contacts' button. 

 
Once the 'Emergency Contact' or the “Member Contact” form has been completed you will be 
taken to the 'Membership' selection page. 

 
The Membership selection page will have different offerings based upon the Team and the LSC.

12. Please Note: Streamline Aquatics 
offers two type of athlete registration 
memberships. 

 
For a family member who is 13 or older, 
the only offered option is Premium Athlete. 

 

Athletes 12 & under have the option to 
register as either a Premium Athlete or a 
Flex Athlete*. 

*Flex Membership is designed for kids who 
simply want to experience swimming on a team. 
This membership, for 12 & Under athletes only, includes the option to swim in two Sanctioned swim meets per 
registration year. Please note that if you register as a Flex Athlete you must upgrade your  membership  
should you want to attend a third swim meet or any LSC Championship Meet during your 2025 USA 
Swimming Flex Membership. 

 

13. Once you have selected the correct 
memberships and clicked the 'Continue' button, 
you will be taken to the 'Ethnicity' selection page. 
Here you will select 'Hispanic or Latino', 'Not 
Hispanic or Latino', or 'I prefer not to say'. If you 
select 'Hispanic or Latino' or 'Not Hispanic or 
Latino', you will need to make an additional 
selection and then click the 'Continue' button. 

 
14. The next page you will see if you signed your 
family member up as an athlete is the 'Competition 
Category' selection page. Here you will select the 
correct 'Competition Category' (Male or Female) 
and then click the 'Continue' button. 

 
 
 

15. The next page you will see will be the USADA 
Disclaimer page. You will need to click all of the 
toggle buttons to 'Yes' and then click the 
'Continue' button. 



 

16. Once you have clicked the 'Continue' 
button, you will be taken to the 'Member 
Summary' page. This displays all of the 
information that was provided throughout the 
registration process. To proceed you will 
need to click the 'Continue' button. 

 
 
 
 
 
 

17. The next page you will see will be the 'Summary' 
page. Here you can click on the arrow to the right in 
the grid to view the 'Fee Details'. 

 
 
 
 

18. You will then click the 'Continue' button to be 
taken to the 'Shopping Cart' page. 
Once in the 'Shopping Cart' page, you will be able to 
view the fee for the membership that you have signed 
your family member up for, as well as make an optional 
donation or cover the 'Credit Card Transaction Fee' by 
clicking the toggle button to 'Yes'. 

 
 
 

19. You will then click the 'Check Out' button to proceed 
to the 'Check Out' page. On the 'Check Out' page, you 
will be able to put in your credit card information or bank 
information and then click on the 'Process Payment' 
button to process your payment. 

 
 
 
 
 

20. Once the payment has been successfully been processed, you will see 
the following success message. 

 
 

21. You will then need to click the 'Return' button” to be taken back to your 'Member 
Dashboard'. 



Here you will be able to see your family member has been added to your 'My Family' section on 
your 'Member Dashboard'. 

 

 

 
These are the final steps you need to take to complete the entire registration process: 

 
1. Click on the athletes Member Card and make sure that the card shows an expiration date of 

December 31, 2025. 
 

2. Save an image of the athlete(s)’ Member Card and email it to paysasa@sbcglobal.net so 
that the team will know that you have successfully completed the registration process. 

 
3. Print off a copy of the athletes(s) Member Card and take it with you to your first practice. 

This membership card will be your athletes “admission ticket” to practice.
